The MSSM is currently seeking presenters for our 2014 Educator’s Collaborative. Presenters will teach a week-long, immersive course to fellow STEM educators.  Courses might focus on a technique, activity or resource that you’ve used successfully in a STEM classroom or after-school program. If you wish to co-teach a course, the stipend will be divided amongst co-presenters; each presenter should submit a separate application with the same course outline. Presenters will teach their course twice each day over the five-day week.  Each class meets 2 hours each day.  Presenters will have the opportunity to attend one week-long course and engage in the afternoon activities.  Employment begins Saturday, August 2, 2014 and ends Friday, August 9, 2014.
